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Abstract

The standard of English among Sudanese schools pupils and universities students
has reflected a clear decline; particularly the speaking skill. Regarding this
problem, it is thought that the current EFL testing system is responsible for this
situation. So this study aimed to find out the causes behind the negligence of
testing EFL learners’ oral communication at pre-tertiary level, and what
universities should do to overcome this situation. Also it aimed to adopt scientific
techniques for testing oral communication, to guarantee fair assessment. A
descriptive analytical method was used for collecting data a questionnaire was
used. The sample was (50) teachers, selected randomly from Kamleen locality,
Gezira state. The study found that testing student’s oral communication
particularly speaking skill was neglected at pre-tertiary level due to the lack of
awareness of its importance at tertiary level. Also the study found that
technological devices aren’t available. The study recommended Universvties
should have standard curricula and syllabi set by experts and should adopt clear-
cut methodology to overcome such difficulties. Also teachers, should adopt

seminars, presentations, and discussions systematically and gradually.
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Introduction

Back ground

Recently the standard of English language among Sudanese schools pupils and
universities students have deteriorated lot particularly the speaking skill.regarding
the tertiary level it is thought that the current EFL testing programme problems are
traced back to the stage prior to the tertiary level. In the world of education .
teaching and testing are the most important inseparable activities .the field of
foreign language (FL) teaching and learning faces some challenges . testing
speaking skill is misunderstood area due to misconception and lack of awareness
of test designers and inadequate methods of assessment.

Statement of the problem

It has been observed teachers at pre-tertiary level neglect oral
communications test, which reflect a poor performance of students to communicate

fluently.

Objectives of the study
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This study will attempt to realize the following objectives:

1- To find out the main reasons behind the negligence of testing students oral

communications. At pre-tertiary level in Sudan.

2- To find out if all teachers design speaking test systematically and gradually at

tertiary level.
Questions of the study
This study specifically will address the following questions :

1- Why students: oral communicative competence particularly speaking skill

not tested at pre-tertiary level?

2-To what degree are the teachers academically and professionally qualified to

construct a speaking test?
Hypotheses of the study
The study hypothesis the following:

1- Testing students oral communication specially speaking skill in Sudan at pre-

tertiary level is neglected.

2- Some teachers are not professionally qualified to construct oral tests at

tertiary.
Significance of the study

right language objectives in order to adopt modern and scientific techniques
according to student/ learners needs. It will help and encourage students to
consider test speaking skill as a developer rather than a fearful tool.
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Limits of the study

This study will be confined to the impact of oral tests on EFL learners at tertiary
level.

Methodology of the study

The population investigated in this study consist of English language teachers at
tertiary  level and secondary level in Gazira state . the sample consist of 50
teachers.

Literature review

No doubt teaching English language at tertiary level In Sudan is influenced by its
situation at pre-tertiary level .it is affected by the changes of education system
while have been implemented at different levels of education. According to UK-
NARIC the school education currently , cover an 8+3 pattern which is divided into
basic and secondary education, the latter is further divided into academic and
technical vocational . the Cambridge overseas examinations syndicate was
involved in the administration of the Sudanese secondary school certificate until
1962. Since that date the ministry of education is solely responsible, but the
examinations have remained largely unchanged.

Pre-tertiary English

The situation of E in Sudan has become disappointing , during the last few decades
, according to EI-Noor (2001: 125) one of the factor that has led to the
deterioration of EL at the pre-tertiary level is the “ arabicization” of the secondary

level. He states that:

“... the disappointing academic situation in secondary schools in sixties of the20th century
forced the administrators and educators to arabicize the secondary level, consequently E was

phased out from being te medium of instruction at the secondary level”
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Another scholar Yahya A.N (2001: 1) claims that tow the skills which introduced

in the early 1990s in SPINE are hard to teach in level, they are listening and
speaking he provides two causes . the first is lack of training in higher education
institutions , regarding these aural-oral skills. The second possess the electronic

devices required to teach these two skills.
English at tertiary level

After what is known as “the higher education revolution” the number of Sudanese
universities has jumped from five to thirty one. Most of these universities offer
bachelor degrees , many of them awarded degree of MA and PhDs too. Some offer
EL as a major subject, others teach General English or ESP as a university

requirement.

Commenting on the status of EL as FL at tertiary level after 1990, Yassin (1990:
38) asserts that:

“... the change from English medium to Arabic medium at tertiary education seem to have
settled the ambiguous status of E in the Sudan the role of E now is that of a foreign language

“EFL” and should be treated within this context not as it used before as a second language”

Oral communication

literary oral communication speech means expressing one self in spoken words. It
means speaking appropriately. According to Thornbury (2005: 1) It is generally
acceptable that knowing a language and being able to speak it are not

synonymous . he define speaking as a part of daily life that we take it for granted.

The concept of testing
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In education in general and language in particular , the terms evaluation and

testing are often used to refer to the same activity , but they have their differences
as their similarities .Evaluation can be define as the gathering of information for
making decision .evaluation try to answer the question is the obtained measure
desirable? or undesirable?. Tests are often used for pedagogical purposes , they are
means of motivating students to study. However tests continue to be the main

instrument for evaluation of learning in most teaching situation.

One of the major implications of communicative competence is testing. First the
goal of teaching and consequently , testing should be demonstrative explicitly. The
testing objectives should be the teaching objectives. Mendelsohn (1989: 17). It
should be stated that testing should be indistinguishable from teaching , Swian

(1984: 13) summarized excellently the relation of teaching and testing . He states:

“...communicative language testing and teaching are seen as two sides of the same coin having

teaching and testing compatible if we except our students to learn what we have teach them.”

Methods of Testing Speaking Skill

Of all the basic four skills, speaking seams intuitively the most important .

Nakamura and Valens (2001) state three different types of speaking tests:

1.Monologue speaking test which is also called presentation. In this type students
are asked to perform some tasks such as; show and tell where they talk about any

thing they choose.

2.Dialogue speaking test: this is also known as the interview . it is an open ended
test, where students lead discussion with a teacher , and student are required busing

conversation skills.
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3.Mbulvtilogbue speaking test: it also called the discussion and debating. Here the

discussions are student’s generated, and students are put in groups , whereas a

group decided on a topic.
Testing Speaking Using Visual Materials

Without the need to comprehend spoken or written material , it is possible to test
speaking. using pictures, diagrams and maps. through a careful selection of
material , the testers can have control over the use of vocabulary and the
grammatical structures required . using a series of ‘picture showing a story
randomly , testers ask testees to put them in orders, or by giving testees similar
‘pictures with slight differences ; and without seeing each other’s pictures they

describe their own pictures .
International English Language Testing System (IELTS)

the international language national EILT (EILTS) is designed to assess the
language ability of candidates who need to study, where English is language of
communication. It is jointly managed by university of Cambridge Esol
examinations. British council ID”P confirms to the international standard of
language assesses, it covers the four language skills. EILTS tests are administrative
at centers through the world, there are more than 300 centers, in over 100
countries. Format candidate are tested in listening —reading-writing- ’peaking, the
first three modules must be completed in one day and break is given between the
three modules. The speaking module may be taken at the discretion of the test

center\, in the period seven days before or after the over three modules.

Objective and Subjective Test:
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An objective test is a test which there is only one correct answer there is usually a

key of answers for each item, and when this test is marked by several markers,
almost the same mark will be given to the testee (Abu Talib 1982:76). Objective
tests are frequently criticized that they are simple to answer, look easy, and

sometimes invalid.

A subjective test is a test in which the awarding of marks is based on the personal
opinion or judgment of the marker or rater. it usually happens that different
marking given different marks. the gap between those markers is very wide (Al-
Khuli: 1981: 94). Typical examples of subjective tests are free writing or oral

communication tests. In some instance, subjective marking is unavoidable.
Material and method

The sample of this study was randomly taken from Sudanese teachers of English
from various schools and universities who responded to the questionnaire. Sample

of (60) teachers who were selected randomly from Gazira state.
Qustionniare validity

The questionnaire was used to collect relevant information for investigating the

specialized in English Language; they comment satisfactory concerning its clarity,

Nevertheless universities should overcome
such difficulties, but it is clear that from the findings they need a clear-cut

methodology for testing oral communication. The finding as the following:

1-Testing students’ oral communicative competence, specially speaking skill at
‘pre-tertiary level, is neglected due to the lack of the awareness of its importance to

the learners.

2- The teaching materials that adopted to teach English language particularly that

ones for speaking skill are neither adequate nor appropriate.

3-Some teachers are not professionally qualified to construct oral tests.
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4- According to the result study oral interviews, ‘presentation, seminars, and

discussions are suitable techniques for testing students’ oral communicative

competence, if they

are adopted systematically.

Recommendations

The researcher recommend with following:

1-Universvties should have standard curricula and syllabi set by experts.

2- Efforts should be exerted to establish a clear-testing methodology, and using

language lab for testing learners.
3- Student’s performance should be evaluated according to systematic principles.

4- Many workshops and seminars on testing oral communication should be held

continously.

needed stronger focus on the academic challenges of university studies such
programs also needs strong method to strengthen studexsnts to better preparing for
higher education through creating good curriculum to create successful lessons
and activities that can equip students with the critical thinking ability and English
skills required for university lectures. Thus, literature can help us to find solutions
to all problems that mentioned above,

2.2Creating Positive Attitude towards English through Narrative Literature:
In addition to offering variety to lesson plan the stumbling dramatic performance
of a memorable literary work of art is the opportunity to select good content that is
highly relevant to students which increases the quality of their experiences and
challenges so the teachers should define specific educational objectives (Fleming
1994), such as: developing cognitive skills to motivate students towards the

Aspect of Novels and Stories in Narrative Literature:
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To be able to taste and criticize every fictional work, there are some” literary

concepts should be considered and fully understood such as: authorization,
narration, setting, characterization, plot, thematic conception and style.

1 Authorization:

The right of the author in what has written: that is simply the work is his as a fully
authorized in his work, consideration of the writer’s story of life and background
information are crucially important for the total understanding for his literary work
as far as the extrinsic approach is concerned, since he has written it, the work can
be more or less, a replication or portrayal of him.

2 Narrative (Telling of a story):

The writer of a story may not necessary be the narrator (teller) of the story. In some
literary work, the writer and the narrator are two different persons, while in other
works the writer is the narrator at the same time. However, if it is this or that, the
story should be told from specific point of view. In this respect so there are two
types of narrators;

3. First Person Narrator:

The story might be told from the point of view of first person pronouns (I, me, we,
and us). First person narrator is not an observer of events but actually and actively
participates in the story events (active participant). The narrator is a part of the
story proper.

4 Third Person Narrator:

Here the person who acts or appears in story third person pronouns (He, she,
they,).

5 Observer:

The narrator here just observes the running of the events from a far and he does not
participate in them.

6 Omniscient:

Omniscient narrator is the one who does not limit himself to mere observing; rather
he passes judgments on character because he has a God- like power. He is an all-
knowing narrator who knows everything’s about the characters (their inners and
outers, their thinking and feelings). So he them well from within and without, that
Is authorized judgment is credible and reliable.

8 Characterizations (people in the story):

Characterization is the assignment of certain roles to certain characters. The writer
Is the inventor of the story. He creates his characters out of imagination and adapts
them skillfully to reality, or, takes them from reality and with, more or less,
modifications he transforms them into fictional characters. He chooses them
carefully to fulfill his purposes and suit his premeditated roles for them.
Characterization is also the transplantation and acclimatization of characters. The
creation of an acting of taking them from imagination and planting them in the
environment of the story or in the believed to be life- like reality of the story. In
addition, it is an act of making available healthy climate for the growth and
development of character. In other words, acclimatization is the provision of the
characters with the vital elements of life- birth, food, sleep and death. The author
should make his characters, in a way or another, be born, give them food to grow,
socially developed and be naturally revealed to us through the dialogue
accompanying food, have rest and speak by the use of two inverted commas. Of
course, there are a number of sources by which we know the people in the story
through what they say, what they do, what the author says about them and what
other characters say about them. We two types of characters: major characters and
minor characters.

9. Major (main round) Characters:

They are the main characters to whom the author gives much time and space to
develop so that they solve the complications and intricacies of the story. They are
also called round characters because they are complicated in so far so hardly
understandable- unfathomable this type represents the heroes and heroines. They
are complicated in thoughts syndications, mature and developing, systematic,
consistent, credible and reliable.

10. Minor (Subordinate, flat and simple) Characters:

They are the common people in whom the author is less interested and so they are
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left undeveloped. They are simple in mind and behaviors thus easily recognizable

and intelligible. Actually. They do not contribute to development of the story plot,
but they are very important for the full depiction or lively and viable atmosphere of
the story, their existence is necessary for giving an initiative picture of real life that
comprises opposing parties(strong, weak, rich, poor, round, flat,...etc). Briefly
they are opposite to the major characters because they are uncomplicated in
thoughts and actions, not mature and undeveloped, neither systematic, nor
consistent, incredible and unreliable.

11.The Plot (The running of the story):

Generally, the verb plot means to conspire or to plan secretively against someone.
But the concept of the plot in story telling means the narrative arrangements of
events in causal sequence. The events are interconnected the cause — and — the
effect relationship. This means that they are causal or haphazard, rather they are
causal: an event causes another one take place and so forth. In fact, the plot takes
an up-and — down then consists of its three stages.

12. Stage One: Beginning (Exposition):

It is the starting point of an action at which things or events are settled, normal and
peaceful state. No sooner had an action started than elements of confusion, conflict
and dispute began to introduce themselves sand impede the normal procession of
the events which accordingly exasperate and start to be complicated gradually until
they reach the middle (climax).

13 Stage Two: Middle (Climax):

The highest point of complication and excitement It is the most critical point in the
story. By the way, some stories have more than one climax points . This actually,
relies on how the sees his work and handle it. By reason of character’s perennial
(continuing) experience and developing skills, the complication melts down
rapidly or so, in the course of anti-climax to the last point of the end.

Robert Hawkins (2002) from World Links52 discusses his programme’s
experience in connecting schools to the internet, training teachers, and
dealing with curriculum and education reform issues in developing
countries citing a practical lesson that: “to take full advantage of new
technologies, we need to fundamentally rethink our approaches to
learning and education— and our ideas of how new technologies can
support them.” Yet it is clear that many different types of technology can
be used to support and enhance learning. The technologies available in
classrooms today range from simple tool-based applications (such as
word processors), to online repositories of scientific data and include
other forms such as electronic versions of primary historical documents,
handheld computers, closed-circuit television channels, and two-way

distance learning classrooms. Prensky (2005) also strongly asserts that

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technology is likely to play a different role in students’ learning. Yet,
rather than trying to describe the impact of all technologies as if they
were the same, it is clear that we need to think about what kind of
technologies are being used in the classroom and for what purposes. Two
general distinctions are found in the literature. First, students can learn
from computers where technology is used essentially as tutors to increase
students’ basic skills and knowledge, and second, they can learn with
computers where technology is used as tools applied to a variety of goals
in the learning process and being a resource to help develop higher order
thinking, creativity and research skills (Reeves, 1998; Ringstaff and

Kelley, 2002). According to UNESCO (2004), the three main approaches

to ICT taken by teachers are:

(1) An Integrated approach: planning the use of ICT within the subject
to enhance particular concepts and skills and improve students’
attainment.

(2) An Enhancement approach: planning the use of an ICT resource
which will enhance the existing topic through some aspect of the
lessons and tasks.

(3) A Complementary approach: using an ICT resource to empower the
pupils’ learning.

All three approaches can enhance attainment, but the effects may be
different. In the integrated approach, students’ learning is enhanced
because they are confronted with challenges to their existing knowledge
and given deeper insights into the subject being studied. The
enhancement approach presents knowledge in new ways, encouraging
learners to formulate their own explanations. The complementary

approach frees the learner to focus on more challenging and subject-
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focused tasks (Kemmis et al., 1977 in UNESCO, 2004). These dnt
types of use require the teacher to have an extensive knowledge of ICT
and to be able to fit its use either into their existing pedagogy or to extend
their pedagogical knowledge so they can accommodate ICT effectively in
their teaching. Finally, ICT initiatives need to be driven by the provision
of appropriate technological solutions for the challenges faced by
communities rather than by an interest purely in these physical
technologies themselves, particularly in countries where resources are
limited. Those implementing technological solutions need to ensure that
they are sustainable, context-specific and adapted to local needs and
conditions. For actual technologies by themselves have little development
impact. It is only when potential users have a sound understanding of
how they can use new ICTs effectively that they have real influence.
Otherwise, ICT becomes just a drain on the organisation or community
(Unwin, 2005).
